INTRODUCTION

George Rossiter, the director of this play, has been in Malta for
about six years and has produced many plays both at the Manoel Theatre
and at San Anton Gardens in this time.

This play is witty, articulate and well constructed. It succeeds in
making perceptive points about love and sex — but in the manner of a
sparkling after dinner conversation rather than an arid dissertation.

The play must be directed to create a surface level of tremendous
ease and spontaneity. This is not only a matter of acting technique, comedy
timing, and pace (all vitally important) but of laying down a solid found-
ation. For the laughter in ‘The Flip Side’ is largely based on what lies
beneath the surface — a second play carefully thought out and just as
important though never obtruding. This “second play” begins before the
curtain ever goes up and deals with the reality and truth of the four lives

that cross on stage.

he play is essentially a comedy and must be taken as such. It is not

a play about wife-swapping, it is a play about love but above all it is a
play to be taken very lightly and must therefore be played with great
delicacy and lightness of touch. Above all it has to be played with great
