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	The Żurrieq Local Council, supported by the Parliamentary Secretariat, held the first Żurrieq Notte Barocca event. The activity invited attendees to relive the Baroque era, emphasizing the time when the town center's architecture was most developed. The event featured a Baroque music concert, traditional dance, food, historical re-enactments (like Grand Master Zondadari's arrival), and various exhibitions (including falconry and sacred objects). Parliamentary Secretary Chris Said announced that this was the final 2009 activity funded by the Local Council Activities scheme.
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
