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Louis, Deacon of Santa Maria in Porticu [in Campitelii], Cardinal of Venddrae, enjoined through
divine providence as the legafus de lafere of our Most Serene Lord, Pope Clement I, and the Holy
Apostolic See, to the Ivbst Serene Lord, Lows, Most Christian King of France and Navarre, and his
universal kingdora and its provinces, domains, cities, towns, lands and places subject to the same
King and lying adjacent to the said kingdora, and the other remaining places to which we happen to
turm. For the perpetual memory of the matter. The nature of the Apostolic legation given to me by
special grace of the Holy See demands that we tum our mind’s attention to matters which are judged
to be useful to the Christian republic and beneficial in future to the propagation of the Catholic Faith,
and that we should be full of grace towards those faithful people who do not hesitate to give their own
life under the standards of the Cross o protect this same re public, nor to help the poor and weak. The
beloved sons in Christ, Charles Achilles, Marquis of Neremstamg, Grand Master, and also the Priors,
Corendataries and other soldier Brothers of royal, hospital and military orders of the Blessed
Virgin Wary of Mont Carmel, and of St Lazarus of Jerusalera, both on this and on the other side of the
seas, have made it known to us that, since elsewhere the military Order of St Lazarus of Jerusalem,
which was created in the regions of the Orient from the most ancient times of St Damasus the Pope
and Basil, and then was confirmed by plural sovereign Pontifices, as Pope Pius IV attests in his bull,
which begins “Among incessant” (Mnfer assduas), and was founded by the Most Christian King of
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France in this kingdom of the French, Lows VII of glonous memory, and in an earlier time was
singularly praised and confinmed by St Lowis for its relief and service of wounded, poor, noble and
leprous soldiers, and also for its hospitalityand protection of foreigners, and thereafter was reformed
by Pope Pius V of blessed memory, according to the decree of the Holy Council of Trent, by his
Letters in the form of the Bull of the date 26 Januaryin the year of the Lord 1567, which begins “Just
as a good farmer” (Sicufi bonus agricola), Pope Paul V, who should be held in the memory;, at the
supplication and wrging of Henry IV, then the IMost Christian King of France and Navarre, for the
extirpation of heresies and the defence and exaltation of the Church, and because of that spirit of
devotion with which the said King Henry bore hirmself towards the most holy and always Virginal
Mbther of God, founded and insttuted a IMihita or military Order under the title, denomination and
rule of the Blessed Virgin Mery of IMbnt Canmel, for the nobleren and freebom men of the Gallic
nation, with the award and concession of most of the singular privileges, favours, graces and special
indulgences, through his apostolic authonty, by his Letters in the form of the Bull whichbegins “The
Roman Pontfex” (Romanus Pontifex) 1ssued at San Marco in Rome on the date of 16 March, in the
wear 1607 of the Lord’s Incamation, in the third year of hus Pontificate. And that this Militia or Order
should be ordained by and based upon the proper and appropmiate rules and precepts, and at the
supplication of the same King Hemry, made and gave cerfain and particular rules to the soldier
Brothers to come in the future fo be observed by therm, as is contained more fully in other Letters of
the same Pope Paul V, which begins “The institution of rmilitant Orders™ (Militanfium Ordinum),
dated to the 26® of the same year, atSan Pietro. And then that the said King Henry for certain rational
reasons, and so that no member of those military Orders might envy another, and so that no
controversy or difficulty could anse from their plurality and difference, brought together and united in
perpe tuity both the militarsy Order of the Blessed Virgin Mary of IMont Carmel and that of St Lazarus
of Jerusalem, through his royal authonty by his brief and act dated on the last day of October, in the
year of the Lord 1608, for which conjunction and urnion authentic confirmation came through the
Letters patent of the Most Serene Prince Louis XIV, now Most Christian King of France and Navarre,
dated in the month of April 1664. And since, as the same petition subjoined, many and individual
prvileges, graces, indulgences and other similar things, were applied, conceded and imparted through
their Apostolic generosity and goodwill to the said military Orders, both of St Lazarus of Jerusalem
and of the Blessed Virgin Mary of IMont Carmel, through both confirmatory Bulls of these institutions
and other subsequent ones of the sovereign Pontifices mentioned above, and since one cannot be too
fearful that through the great endurance of time and their age they wall not fade and dirurash, and
since they desired the said exponments, both their institutes and rules, and all their privileges,
indulgences and prerogatives awarded and conceded in the aforernentioned Bulls and Letters to these
military Orders and their soldier Brothers, to be revalidated through Apostolic authorty, and
strengthened by Apostolic confirmation, they therefore made hurable supplication to us to vouchsafe
o provide appropnately for the foregoing and to indulge what follows with Apostolic goodwill. We
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therefore, by duty of the office of Apostolic legation enjoined upon us, willingly assenting to the
plous prayers of religious persons and most noble Soldiers, coming forth from an ardour of devotion,
desiring to favour and satisfyy the praiseworthy intentions of the said Kings Henryand Louis, wishing
to attend the exponents, the Grand Master and other soldier Brothers, with special favours and graces,
and hereby absolving and regarding as absolved each individual person from any ecclesiastical
sentences, censures and punishrments of excommunication, suspension, interdiction or otherwise,
brought by law or by man, on any occasion or for any reason, if they are bound at all by any, being
effective only insofar as these presents, influenced by these rational supplications of them, and
strengthened by sufficient faculty for the things said below by the Letters of the said See, to the
insertion of which Letters we are not bound, after consideration, narration and exposition of these
things, and having praised and coramended the noble institution of the said Militias, we approve and
confirm through the Apostolic authority that we enjoy in this place, by the fenor of these presents, the
union and conjunction of these through royal authonty, as said below, along wath the facts, rules,
privileges, possessions, faculties, concessions, exemptions, preeminences, graces, favours and all
indulgences, provided theyare lawful and honest, conceded, attnbuted and imparted to ther together
and respectively by their said Bulls and others legitimately, however they concermn them together and
separately, and we give and add the strength of irwviolable Apostolic confimation to each and every
one of them. Determining that these same present Letters are and always will be sure, valid and
forceful, that their full and complete effects should be fixed and obtain, that they should in and
through all particulars fully favour those whom 1t concermns and will in tirae concern, that it should be
judged and decided thus and not otherwise on these premises by any ordinary and appointed judges,
even the Auditors of cases at the Apostolic Palace, and that it is useless and without force if it happens
to be ted by anyone on any authonty, knowingly or unknowingly, differently than the above,
notwithstanding the precepts, constitutions, ordinances, privileges, mdulgences and Apostolic Letters
contrary o the present, however they may be conceded, confirmed and renewed. And from each and
everyone of the things, by the present tenors, regarding them as fully and sufficiently expressed, and
inserted word for word, and only to the effect of these premises, them remaining in force otherwise,
we hereby specifically and expressly exempt them, and from any other contrary things. Issued at
Pans, on 5 June, in the 1668“year of the Incamation of the Lord, in the first year of the Pontificate of
our Most Holy Lord, the Pope . Louis, Cardinal of Venddme, Legate; Charles [or Comte?] de Lionne,
Apostolic Protonotary and Datarius; A[ntoin?] de Massae, Subdatarius, and de la Fouchene,
