INTRODUCTION 

This is the second ringing report published by ·the Malta Ornithological 
Society. The <first one - 'Malta Bird Observatory ... Report for 19,66' - was 
published in 19>5·7 and reported on the birds ringed from September 19>!:>5 tc 
December 19•816. Since then the title of the Group - 'Mal·ta Bird Observatory' -
has been changed to M.O.S. Bird Ringing Group. As we lacked a permanent 
observatory that tit-le was rather misleading. Furthermore, several localities in 
various ·parts of ·the Islands hav.e been used as ringing sites. The Ringing Group 
is engaged in studying various aspe~ts of Maltese Ornithology, one of which ~s 

the keeping of a daily log of all birds oc.curring in Malta. As a r·E"Soult, the status 
of a substantial number .of species has been totally revised. The Systematic List 
for the years 19!6•7-7'0' published in 'Il-Merill' No. 5, August 1971, and 'Bird Studies 
on Filfia' published by the M:O.>S. in 19'70 were both the. results of the Ringing 
Group. 

1-9'7>0. marked the fifth full year of bird ringing in the Maltese Islands. Ring­
ing was started in September .19·6>5 when the lfl.rst two members were successfully 
trainE·d to acquire a ringing licence from the British Trust for Ornithology, Since 
rhen, over 113,0>0>0 birds of ninety-eight species have been ringed. Of these, four­
ceen, have been recover·ed abroad. 

Ringing was mostly confined to Buskoett, Hal Far, Mtahleb and Ghadira i:1 
lvialta, and Ramla, Lunzjata, XaghTa and Marsalforn in Gozo. A good number 
of hirundines was trapped at •Ramla 'Valley and Lunzjata, while good catches 0f 
various species were made at 'Ghadira and Mtahleb during 1n1l.uxes in spring and 
autumn. Buskett and lLunzjata proved to be •tl::te best ringing sites for wintering 
spEcies. Filfia, the only breeding station of Storm Petr.els in the Maltese Islands, 
was visited on seven nights with a remarkabLe total a.f 2,:3134 Storm Petrels and 
114 IC'ory's Shearwaters ringed. Thirty-eight Manx Shearwaters were also ringed 
at a colony discovered in a cliff-face in Malta. A few nights in spring were devoted 
to wader-netting with satisfactory results . .several birds, which were previo•usly 
:-E:garded as extreme rarities to iMalta, were ring'Ed. These included Red-br·easted 
Flycatcher, Wren, Cetti's, Savi's, River, Moustached, J)artford and Bonelli's War­
blers, Bluethroat and :Red-backed Shrike, Mist-nets wsre exclusively used. 

The Group also had a good number of recoveries during the years 196:7-7·0 
and the interesting ones 16<8) appear in this report. Elev•sn of these were recovered 
abroad. The most notable are a House Martin !en Sweden, a Tree Pipit in Finland 
and a Sedge Warbler in England. The others are a Robin in Libya; a Storm 
PEtrel in Tunisia; a Snipe, a Swallow, a Garden Warbler and a Nightingale in 
Italy; and a Chiffchaff and a Robin in :Sicily. The distances and directions covered 
by birds recovered locally are given with the text. 

This report also covers the retraps of interest which were obtained in 1967-
7,0. [)uring this period oth2 number of retraps totalled 1,17:2. Of these 2'18 were 
residents, 781 winter visitors and 17G spring and/or autumn migrants. 
The last number is relatively low compared to the number of migrants ringed. 
This suggests that many of these do not stay for any length of time. Large num­
bers arrive in bad weather involuntarily to leave soon on the .first day of favour­
able weather. The Sardinian Warbler constitutes no less than 5W'r of the 
residen~ species retrapped. Most winter visitors retrapped were Chiffchaff (61.5'/,) 
and Robin <2<9.5'1<1. 
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Th2. retraps of spring migrants average a stay on the islands of about 6 days, 
the longest being a Sedge Warbler (15 days), R Whitethroat 1 13 days) and a 
Great Reed Warbler (12 days). The autumn retraps average 8 days, the longest 
being a Redstart (19' days), a Reed Warbler and a Subalpine Warbler 051 days), 
a Sedge Warbler (14 days) and a Yellow Wagtail and a Sedge Warbler (13 days). 
The difference of ringing and retrapping weights provide an interesting study 
though on2· or two cases are confusing. We may mention one example: in sprlng 
19710, three Sedge Warblers were retrapped. The first had increased 4.3 gms after 
5 days, the second increased 5.1 gms after 1;) days while 1lhs third's wE'g.ht went 
down by 4.5 gms after 9 days. In mJst migrant retraps a slight 1ncreas2 in weight 
''''as noted and this >vas more in evidence in the autumn rctra•ps. The most 
remarkabls increases were noted in a Gr·2a·t Reed V'larbler (415•'/cl and a Pied 
Flycatcher (42'/<) in spring, and a Garden :warbler (5<0';{) and a Subalpine War­
hler (45C/c) in H1Utumn. 

The substantial number of retraps of winter visitors in successive winters 
is perhaps the most striking. They reinforce the evidEnce for faithfulness to 
winter quarters and accuracy of navigatior". The Chill'chaff figures prominently 
with no fewer than 819 such retraps, !five of which obtained in the 5th winter. 
'The ringing and retrap WEights of the winter visitors are also interesting. 

A section of this repor·t is devoted to all the known recovefi.es in Malta of 
foreign ringed birds. Malta always. figur€s on many of •the Euro.pean ringing sta­
tions' records of recoveries. Long· before the Danish Ornithologist, H.C.C. Mor­
tensen, had pioneered at the ·end of last century the method of placlng a ring 
with a number on a bird's leg for precise identification, Maita had already been 
involved in one of the earliest remarkable recoveries. A Peregrine Falcon, bear­
:ng the mark of Henry. IV, King of France, escaped from .Fontainebleau and was 
recovered twenty-four hours later in Malta, 1,31510 miles away (J. Dorst: The 
Migration Of Birds - 19162). It is not surprising therefore that this section con­
sists of no fewer than 211 recoveries of 57 species hailing from 2•4 differ.ent coun­
tries (and these are only the ones which the Ringing Group knows of). The 
compilation of these foreign recoverks is a c:redtt to V. Vella !Muskat who started 
Dll this task in 1962. He was the ·person responsible for compiling such valuable 
:nformation till 19·69. He was also the Ss·cretary of the 'Ringing Gro·up (then 
known as the Malta Bird Observatory) till 191618. 

It is worth mentioning, that ring recoveries were also collected and reported 
to the stations concerned by J.M. Attard, aE one of the activities of the Xaghra 
,<.:;uJtural Centre. With •the• inception of the il\LO.S., these records were transf.err"'d 
to the Society. 

The active ringers for the years 196:7-7(} were C. Gauci, J. Sultana and V. 
7ella Muskat (1967-7·0·) and Bro. Edmund (197'0). J.M. Attard and 'E. Spiteri Camp­
bell, two other licensed ringers, helped on some of the Filfia expeditions. By the 
end of 19710, S. Borg, B. German and J. Grech were fully trained and were await­
:ng their licences. The British ringers who helped the Group during their visHs 
are 1M. Beaman, D.P. earthy, G. Davies, J. Hardman, 1\IL Hirons, V. Rushforth 
;:;nd V. Watson. 

On behalf of the Ringing Group, we wish to thank the British Tr,ust for 
Ornithology for their continual support.
